1. The candidate’s unique contribution to the development of his/her discipline

a. most striking scientific contributions attributed to the candidate;

b. the quality of the candidate’s research achievements 
c. the quantity of the candidate’s research achievements; (please give a description of the scientific productivity, not   a list of publications)
d. view of future developments in  discipline of the nominee

    ( please give a short description (max 250 words) of  the view the university has on the future of the discipline and  the expected role of the nominee in the future of the discipline)

2. The (inter)national recognition of the candidate

a. the candidate’s reputation in the domestic and international research world, as evidenced by memberships of national and international scientific committees and academies/learned societies, as well as by editorships, prizes awarded;

b. the candidate’s (inter)national experience and expertise, as evidenced by contacts and alliances with leading researchers and institutes in the Netherlands as well as in other countries.
